The Strappy Strip is a thin weave of seed beads in two sizes. 
A variation of herringbone weave, the strip resembles two 
textured strands of seed beads placed side by side. The 
Strappy Strip connects easily to closed jump rings, metal 
clasps, or chain, making it well suited for necklaces.  You 
can also use multiple strips for woven bracelets.  Since the 
Strappy Strip behaves like a piece of cord, you can use it like 
a single Þber in larger pieces of woven art.!

The photo above shows the size 11/0 seed beads in a 
random mixture of blue opal colors, and the size 15/0 seed 
beads in silver.  Color labels A and B were ignored.  The 
Strappy Strip was inspired by the work of Anja Schlotman.  
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The materials call for size 11/0 and 15/0 seed beads,  but you can make this project easier with a 
thicker weave using sizes 8/0 and 11/0 or even 6/0 and 8/0.   Of course, you will need larger jump 
rings and chain. !

3. The beads in the second round are the same as in 
the Þrst round.  As in Step 1, pick up!
     ¥ 2 size 15/0 seed beads, color A (beads 7 & 8),!
     ¥ 1 size 11/0 seed bead, color A (beads 9),!
     ¥ 2 size 15/0 seed beads, color B (beads 10 & 11),!
     ¥ 1 size 11/0 seed bead, color B (beads 12),!
See Figure 3.!

4. Sew through beads 4 and 5 as in Figure 4.!

5. Sew through beads 3, 7, 8, and 9 to complete the 
second round as in Figure 5.!

1. The Strappy Strip uses approximately three times as 
much thread as the Þnished strip, plus about one foot for 
Þnishing both ends of the strip. You might want to start 
with 4 feet and add another 4 feet when you need more 
thread. !

Pick up!
     ¥ 2 size 15/0 seed beads, color A (beads 1 & 2),!
     ¥ 1 size 11/0 seed bead, color A (beads 3),!
     ¥ 2 size 15/0 seed beads, color B (beads 4 & 5),!
     ¥ 1 size 11/0 seed bead, color B (beads 6),!
See Figure 1.!

2. Sew through beads 1, 2, and 3 again, in the same direction, to 
make a circle, and slide the circle down leaving a 6 to 8 inch tail that 
you will later use to Þnish one end of the strip. See Figure 2.!

Optional:  You can use any kind of a closed ring, such as in rolo chain, or you can attach a ring of 
a metal clasp directly to the weave.  You may also want to make your own woven toggle and loop 
clasp instead of using metal Þndings.   !

10.  Sew through beads 4 and 5 
to attach the ring to the strip as in 
Figure 10. Weave thread through 
the strip and reinforce the bail until 
you are satisfied that the bail is 
secure.  Complete the end by 
tying a full hitch knot just before 
entering a size 11/0 seed bead.  
Weave the thread through a few 
more beads, knot, weave, knot, 
weave, and cut the thread ends 
close to the beads.  !

6. Repeat Step 3 as in Figure 6.  Notice the beads In the 
illustrations have been renumbered to show how the 
beadwork repeats along the length of the strip.  Previous 
rounds are all labeled 1 through 6, whereas new beads 
are labeled 7 through 12.!

7. Repeat Steps 4 and 6 as in Figures 7A and 7B.  
Continue adding more beads to until strip is about 12 mm 
(half an inch) shorter than you want it to be when 
complete.!

Attach Strip to Jump Ring, Chain or Clasp!
9. Be sure your thread is exiting a 11/0 bead at the end of 
the strip (bead 3), Pick up !
     ¥ 1 size 15/0 seed beads color A,!
     ¥ 1 size 11/0 color A,!
     ¥ 3 size 15/0 seed beads color A,!
     ¥ 1 size 11/0 color B,!
     ¥ 1 jump ring.!
These beads form the bail to attach the Strappy Strip to 
another component, in this case, a jump ring. See Figure 
9.!

12. Sew through bead 6 as in 
Figure 12. !

13. Sew through beads 2, 1, 7, 8, 
and 9 to complete the link.!

14.  Pull the thread tight as in 
Figure 14.  !

Optional: Repeat steps 11, 12, 
and 13 to add more length to 
this end of the strip.!

Weave Other End of Strip!
You can make the Strappy Strip longer on the other 
end end, but the stitching is a little different.!

11. Pick up!
     ¥ 1 size 11/0 color A (beads 7),!
     ¥ 2 size 15/0 seed beads color A (beads 8 & 9),!
     ¥ 1 size 11/0 color B (beads 10),!
     ¥ 2 size 15/0 seed beads color B (beads 11 & 12),!
See Figure 11.!



Attach Jump Ring, Chain or Clasp!
15. With your thread exiting a 15/0 
seed bead at the end of the strip 
(bead 1), Pick up !
     ¥ 1 size 11/0 seed bead, color A,!
     ¥ 3 size 15/0 seed beads. color A,!
     ¥ 1 size 11/0 seed bead, color B,!
     ¥ 1 size 15/0 seed bead, color B,!
     ¥ 1 jump ring.!
Again, you may want to use rolo chain 
or attach the clasp directly to the 
weave.  See Figure 15.!

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Attaching Clasp to Jump Rings!
With closed jump rings at either end, there is a myriad of ways to Þnish your piece.  !

16. The left side of Figure 16 shows how an open jump ring can attach the ring end of a toggle 
clasp to the closed jump ring.  The right side of Figure 16 shows how a bead between two wire-
wrapped loops attaches the toggle clasp to the other closed jump ring.!

The Strappy Strip combines 
well with the Rivoli Sunßower 
and its built-in bail.  The photo 
shows a necklace and bracelet 
set, both Þnished with sterling 
silver clasps. 


A newbie bead weaver made the 
Blue Beach Necklace (right and 
below) with size 6/0 and 8/0 seed 
beads.  Such large beads make the 
weave sew up quickly.  A handmade 
herringbone toggle and loop clasp 
Þnishes the necklace. One edge of 
the strap has 7 swags of fringe, 
each one with a large glass beads, 
except two in the front fringe.!
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Shown are a variety of 
necklaces using a 
Strippy Strap to hold the 
pendant.  The pendants 
include several Rivoli 
Sunßowers and one Fairy 
Chrysalis. !

The bottom photos !
show how well the !
Strappy Strip !
coordinates with other !
strands of beads in multi-strand pieces.!
